The concentration of this course is to succeed in writing about literature, enhance your reading skills, and to give you the confidence you will need for your future.   Your evaluation will be through writing assignments, tests, class projects, and class participation.

SCHEDULE FOR THE YEAR: (ALWAYS SUBJECT TO CHANGE!!)

FIRST SIX WEEKS: Writing and Test Taking Skills, Basic Study and Grammar Skills, Anglo-Saxon Culture, Beowulf, the novel, George Orwell’s Animal Farm

SECOND SIX WEEKS: Literary characterization in Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales, Becket, Medieval Romance: Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, Morte d Arthur, First Knight.

THIRD SIX WEEKS: The Renaissance Period: William Shakespeare and his comedies, A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  Outside Reading Book Analysis (December 14th).
FOURTH SIX WEEKS: Research over a famous British author or figure. Shakespeare’s tragedies: Hamlet 
FIFTH SIX WEEKS: Shakespeare’s tragedies: Hamlet 
 Outside Book Analysis (April 5th).
SIXTH SIX WEEKS: The Romantic Period and Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein
COURSE EXPECTATIONS THROUGHOUT THE YEAR:

1.  Since each of you will have a Google Chromebook, we will be using  Google Classroom each day, whether you are in the classroom or at home; you will be expected to complete any work on the same date the assignment is due. You will also be expected to bring your Chromebook each day along with your charger.  We will be covering Google Classroom the first week of school so that each student will have the knowledge of using it each day either in the classroom or at home. 
2. With each unit of study, you will be expected to take notes in your spiral or on a document before I lecture on that unit; however, there will be times that I will give you a copy of the notes and tell you what to highlight!
3. With any area of study, such as novel, epic poem, play, etc., you will be expected to summarize on a document in Google Classroom each section (chapter, acts, etc.) and send it to me through email.
4. When we watch a commentary film, you will be expected to take notes over the film.  (It will be for your benefit!)

5. You will have two major memorization assignments during the year, one first semester (Prologue to The Canterbury Tales), and the second one during second semester (Shakespeare’s famous “To be or not to be” speech from Hamlet)
6. With most everything we study, we will watch a film that goes with that unit of study; therefore, you will be expected to apply what you learn from that film to whatever essay topic you choose. If you ever choose to sleep during that particular film, points will be deducted from your assignment!
7. You will be expected to take a book test on an outside reading assignment or turn in a book report for that reading assignment during the 3rd 6 weeks and the 5th 6 weeks of the year. You can take this test on your Chrome book.  If you fail the test, you must write a book report and turn in for a 70.
8. You will be given two grades for an essay assignment: a grammar grade and a content grade and those two grades weigh in as two daily grades and two test grades.  For each grammar mistake, I deduct 2 ½ pts. (It will be for your benefit to take the time to revise your paper and even more beneficial if I revise your paper; this means you will need to set up a time for me to do so!)
9. I expect you to be courteous and respectful to me and everyone else in my classroom.  

10. I expect you to show integrity (the qualifications of being honest and having strong moral principles) at all times.
