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Classroom Expectations:
· Be on Time:
· The student will be in the classroom, seated before the tardy bell rings, unless otherwise given permission by the teacher or other faculty member.
· A tardy will be given after the first day of school.
· Be Prepared:
· The student will come to each class with the appropriate classroom materials. (See materials list) example: Pen/Pencil, notebook, homework.
· Failure to come prepared will result in a deduction from the student’s daily grade.

· Only the student’s spiral may be used during Quizzes, and will be turned in for a daily grade each six weeks.
